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Annotation: The relevance of this study is related to the growing number of
refugees and the need for their adaptation. Subjective economic well-being serves as
an indicator of migrants' psychological integration, but its mechanisms in the context
of forced migration have been poorly studied. The aim of the study was to examine
the socio-psychological predictors of refugees' subjective economic well-being.
Hypothesis: Well-being is influenced by economic behavior, readiness for change,
and socio-psychological adaptation. The study included 382 refugees from Ukraine
(18 years and older, mean age 38, SD = 5.74) living in the Russian Federation.
Regression analysis explained 41.9% of the variance in well-being. Positive
predictors: income equity, impulse control, economic locus of control, optimism,
entrepreneurship, and acceptance of others. Negative predictor: short-term economic
outlook.
